Dear Friends, 

Easter changed every-

thing.  Weõre so accus-

tomed to it being an 

annual celebration 

that itõs easy to forget 

that.  But imagine for a moment what 

life was like for the disciples.   They had 

followed this great teacher and miracle 

worker, giving up their jobs, families, 

and daily lives to be part of his inner 

circle and be witnesses to his amazing 

power.   And then he is arrested and 

executed by the authorities.  Where 

does that leave them?  Terrified and 

uncertain of the future.  Three days  

later, Jesus is raised from the dead.  

Again, life changed totally for the  

disciples.  They go from being followers 

of the great teacher to being leaders the 

new Christian church. 

Easter changed the world.  Not only did 

Jesusõs death and resurrection bring 

forgiveness of sins and eternal life to all 

who believe in him, it changed the 

course of history.  Two thousand years 

later, we are still witnessing Christõs  

impact on the world and proclaiming his 

message of love for all.  Today, people 

find new life in Jesus Christ and see how 

faith transforms their life.  From death, 

God created new life for Jesus and God 

is continually bringing new life to the 

world.   

New life equals change.  It is renewal, 

and it is powerful.  But we are human.  

We donõt always think we like change.  

Change can feel painful; we liked the 

comfortable way things were.  (Surely 

the disciples liked the life they had  

traveling with Jesus!)  And like the 

twelve, we may feel change is like 

death.  But Christ brought new life 

through death, and through change we 

also experience new life.  New life 

means growing more mature in our 

faith.  New life means changes as a  

congregation as we grow relationship, 

and as people leave and new people 

join us.  

Easter changed everything ñ and it still 

does.  This Easter Season let us  

embrace that change so that it can  

continue to lead St. Margaretõs to new 

life in Jesus Christ.
